Abstract

The subject of the following MA research paper is the unveiled alcove storages (rooms,
whose interiors are decorated with several, same-sized niches) on the middle ages architectural
sites on the territory of Georgia. The research paper states the new perspectives about the

function, age, and formation of these alcoves.

MA candidate’s incentive to create research about this very topic as a result of getting to
know “Tskhrakara” Castle in Tianeti Municipality, near village Badaani. The thing is that at the
entrance of the less-publicly known middle age complex there is a tower with alcoves. As a result
of the field research, (specifically after the additional analysis of this alcove), as well as sorting the
results of the previous, unpublished researches the author came to the conclusion that it was
practically impossible the very alcove was used as a pharmacy. Previously this opinion was led by
one of the site-researchers. It is noteworthy that the features of these niches (size and layout
scheme) are analogical to those similar sites in Georgia and neighboring countries. The additional
analysis of the artifacts seems to be created in the late Middle Ages.

For these purposes within the framework of the paper, the author will once again review
other similar storages on the territory of Georgia. The specify of these storages is that a lot of
researchers have different opinions about their function. On the contrary of the most popular
opinion in Georgian science, the author, based on logical and factual arguments, believes that
none of the alcoves neither in “Vardzia”, nor in “Maghalaant Complex” or “Uplistsikhe” had the

pharmaceutical usage.

MA candidate, through the fieldwork and with the help of comparative analysis to other
sites in Georgia and other countries, thinks that the real function of alcoves in “T'skhrakara
Complex” and in other Middle Ages buildings was to serve as dovecotes. In contrast to the
dominant perspective about the function of the alcoves, this opinion was previously stated by
several scientists, however, they didn’t fully realize why should one accommodate the pigeons in
those alcoves. Regarding the fact that in monasteries and castles with churches accommodating
pigeons for consummator purposes is absolutely impossible, the author stands with an opinion
that pigeons were serving as post birds. The following paper reflects the trustworthy arguments
to show how common this kind of communication system in the middle ages was. The paper also
underlines the similarity between dovecotes which were built for utilitarian purposes and the
dovecotes for post birds — Both of those dovecotes had the cellular structure, where each dovecote

was for each pigeon.
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
