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Abstract

The following thesis, using a comparative analysis method, is an attempt to relate the
characters created by two writers of the 20th century, an outstanding American writer Ernest
Hemingway and a Georgian prose writer Guram Rcheulishvili, on the basis of the motives of
pursuit manifested in their texts.

The paper aims at reevaluating the work of two writers with different cultural as well
as historic backgrounds and, through the process of observing the characters, creating a
common frame of worldview.

From an ideological point of view, the short stories and novellas, selected for the
analysis, are interrelated to some extent and reflect particular nuances - being important details
for the research. Conclusions made on the basis of analysing the texts of Ernest Hemingway
and Guram Rcheulishvili, demonstrate how Ernest Hemingway influenced the Georgian prose

writer and what caused the foundation of the influence in his work.
