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Abstract

The following paper examines Turkey's involvement in the Syrian conflict, its aims and
objectives. In the work the theoretical framework of offensive realism has been practiced to
answer the main question of why Turkey is conducting military interventions. Moreover, the
paper examines the origins of the Syrian war, the goals and interests of the parties involved.
It focuses on the role of the Kurdish people in the Middle East, more specifically in Syria and
Turkey, their past and present, and the study of the impact of the Syrian “Kurdish issue” on
Turkey's national interests. The study attaches special importance to Turkey as a state
involved in the competition for gaining regional dominance, so its actions are also discussed

from this perspective of hegemony.
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
