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Abstract

This study examines relationships between immigration motivation, acculturation strategies
and life satisfaction, in Georgian emigrants . Research hypothesis were: Pull motivation positively
correlates with life satisfaction 06@. push motivation negatively correlates with life satisfaction;
Pull motivation positively correlates with assimilation and integration strategies, and push
motivation positively correlates with separation and marginalization strategies; Motivation and
aculturation strategies are equally important for predicting life satisfaction and effective

adaptation.

The results revealed that there is significant correlation between pull motivation and life
satisfaction , also between life satisfaction and asimilition strategy. Pull motivation positively
correlates with asimilation strategy; push factors positively correlates with marginalization. Results
show that pull motivation displayes a stronger influence on the participants life satisfaction , while

acculturation strategies did not predict emigrants’ life satisfaction.
