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Abstract

In this research is discussed the necessity of maintaining of child’s biological
environment, the preventive programs suggested by the state which reduces the risk of
separation of child from his/her parents, also these children’s, who are placed in foster care
addiction to their biological parents, their psycho-emotional backgrounds and the parents’

attitude to them.

In the research is discussed child’s who is placed in foster care communication with
the parents/family and the role of the social network in the relationship between children

and parents.

The aim of the research was to see and determine those ethical dilemmas and
challenges in front of which the state stands in case of child’s separation from his/her parents
or family, also was discussed the child’s disruption of the biological environment and
expediency of his/her transfer to foster care. The aim and the challenge of the research was
in foster care child’s opportunity of communication with his/her biological parents or family
with the help of the social network and the role of the social network and maintaining the

healthy relationship.

The work presents the current situation in Georgia and preventive programs which
are aimed to strengthen of the family in case of child’s maintaining in biological

environment.

According to the results of the study, recommendations were written about the
relationship between the child and his/her parents or family which increase

interdependence between the child and his/her parents.

The study also shows measures to deal with problems and recommendations how to

plan appropriate services and events.
