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Abstract

The paper aims to study the factors of passive reaction to domestic violence with female
victims.

The study was conducted with the beneficiaries using the services of the Crisis Service
Center for Victims of Violence in Thilisi, using a qualitative method. The data were processed by
thematic analysis. The study identified 4 main factors in passive reaction to violence: psychological
factors of passive reaction (cognitive distortions, feelings of helplessness, fear of living
independently, fear of perceived danger, hope for partner redressing his behavior, justification of
partner’s behavior, emotional dependence on the partner, love); Sex-related stereotypes;
Economic factors of passive reaction (financial status, lack of alternative housing); External factors

(children, non-supportive environment, lack of information on services for victims of violence).
