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Abstract

In the twentieth century, significant changes took place in Georgian poetry. Georgian poets
began to aspire to Western culture. This was best revealed in poetic works by Georgian
Symbolist poets. They rejected the traditional metrical verse. Interesting changes have been
made within the traditional scheme. Variations increased the versatile rhythmic possibilities.
Symbolists begin to renew the Georgian verse.Traditional verse forms are opposed to free verse.
First they reject the rhythm and introduce a new measure. Particular attention is paid to the
visuals of the text. They prefer 5/5 and 5/4/5 meter species in the verse. Most of them write with
symmetrical decimals and Besik fourteen grains. After the Sovietization of Georgia, the

traditional metrical structure is still dominant in the poems by Georgian symbolists.

The paper discusses the metric set of Georgian symbolist poetry before and after the
Sovietization. The aim of the study is to show the nature of changes in the metrical structure in
the poems of the Symbolists, to give an answer as to what caused the transformation of the
diverse metric set into a stardardized verse. Based on the semantic comparison of the poems of
the Georgian Symbolists, it is reviewed how political changes influenced the structure and
content of Georgian verse.The research shows new trends in the works of Georgian symbolists:
KolauNadiradze, Valerian Gaprindashvili, GalaktionTabidze, Paolo Iashvili and Titian Tabidze.
At the same time, it shows how the Soviet regime tried to turn poetry into a mass culture and
how this affected the characteristics of Georgian verse. While applying historical sources and
research articles, the policy of the Soviet-Russian power is shown. They wanted the poetry to be
understandable to everyone. Poetry should not have been oriented towards the Western culture,
but should have become an agitator of the Soviet regime, and praise the political power and

party leaders.
