Abstract

It is a complex and challenging issue across the world to increase students interest in
learning. Numerous studies have been conducted on adolescents academic engagement and
motivation, however, the issue is still relevant. Studies have shown that student indifference

to learning is linked to two main reasons: lack of motivation and confusion of identity.

The main purpose of the present study was to examine academic motivation and
academic engagement from an identity perspective and to answer the question of whether
there is a link between identity formation, academic motivation, and academic engagement.

144 students aged 13 to 19 participated in the study.

The results of the study showed that identity synthesis is positively related to self-
determined academic motivation and academic engagement and negatively related to
amotivation. Further, identity confusion is positively related to amotivation and negatively

releated to academic involvement (all four aspects).

The paper explains in detail what identity, academic motivation and academic

engagement are.
