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Abstract

Along with the evolution of mankind, in the light of irreversible globalization, subjects of
international law aim at creation of harmonized international law order, so as to ensure
that each and every mechanism of realization of Rule of Law and Rights and Liberties meet
the requirements of the civilization. The International Arbitration is no exception in this
regard. In correlation with the Model Law of the UN, which explicitly serves the
development and harmonization of the Arbitration mechanism, the New York Convention
is a top ranking achievement of international law experts, having successfully substituted
the 1923 Geneva Protocol and 1927 Geneva Convention — 2 international acts, considered
to be the first attempts of developing the enforcement mechanism for International
Arbitration awards. It is noteworthy, that from the day of its enactment, the New York
Convention effectively executes its function. Per se, the convention targets the creation of
international guarantees of enforceability of arbitration awards, which is the upmost
important condition for the proper functioning of arbitration. Georgia, as a signatory to the
convention enjoys full benefits of the Convention’s mechanisms and shares its

determination.



The purpose of the forgoing work is to review Georgia’s Supreme Court practice with
regards to the notions of invalidity and excess of the Arbitration Agreement in the light of
deciding on the recognition and enforcement of foreign international arbitration awards.
The idea is to evaluate, to what extent the established approach corresponds with the
internationally accepted best practice, to reveal deficiencies and discuss relevant
recommendations. In this respect, this work examines the New York Convention and other
international instruments, surveys the legislation of Georgia and the relevant case law.
Based on the above, present work provides recommendations with regard to further
development of the Court practice in Georgia, which shall ensure the reinforcement of the
institute of international arbitration in the country and, for the purposes of the New York
Convention, set higher effective standard of recognition and enforcement of arbitration

awards.
