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Abstract

In my master work there is presented multifaced nature and specifity of
mistakes that is made in the expression of will during the contracting process.
Contracts are one of the most important issues of legal relations. It is
fundamental element of model public relations, of which intergal part is
expression of will. This process constantly follows mistakes made by party
during the perception of legal circumstances, which is the main reason of
contract avoidance. Different legal systems favor different approaches in their
legal assessment of these circumstances. Some of these systems focus on
subjective terms, but some of them focus on objective parts. This is exactly

specifity of our legal issue and also a chalange in civil law.

Aim of my master work is to express chalanges and defects in legislative

regulations and in practice, and also find the ways to solve the problems.

During discussion of Georgian and foreign law approaches we've determined
that in civil legal relations, Georgian law system commits contract parties to
care on each other’s legal interest. This is problematic issue. It is important also
to focus on contract parties’ intentions and motives. This makes harder to solve

the problems in civil legal cases.
