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Abstract

Entrepreneurial law in Georgia is at a new stage of development, therefore the most important
thing at such times is the correct interpretation of the law and its development based on
comparative-legal analysis. Entrepreneurial law and its legal entities, due to its content and
organizational-legal form, are important subjects for the development of the country's economy,
therefore it is important to protect their rights and not to gain unlawful control or restriction of
rights by third parties, directors, partners or shareholders.

The paper presents the regulations related to the acquisition in a comparative-legal context, which
is regulated within the framework of one of the types of acquisition / merger of the reorganization.
In order for small enterprises to carry out their activities, it is important not to be abused by
dominant corporations.

An important role in the acquisition of the enterprise is the role of the director as a manager
because it is the authorized person who reviews the proposal and then submits the proposal to the
shareholders within his opinion, therefore the paper provides information on who makes the
decision, which body has the dominant power and how The issue of the director's responsibility
during the acquisition of the enterprise is regulated.

The research was mainly carried out within the framework of a comparative legal analysis, I used
the Delaware case law, which is distinguished by the abundance of decisions on this issue and
imposes important practices.

The paper also discusses the types of governance and decision-makers within one-tier, two-tier
and mixed governance.
