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Abstract

The following article disscusses the topic of discrimination on the grounds of religion, as well

as, assessment of its legal standards and practices.

First of all, the paper serves to highlight the importance of the right to freedom of belief and
religion, as the foundations of a democratic state, a long side examining how these rights
intereect with the right to equality, and emphasizing that any right without the latter, loses its

meaning, including the right to freedom of belief and religion.

This article also discusses local laws to ensure that discrimination, including discrimination on
the grounds of religion affiliation is strictly prohibited and is in full compliance with

international standarts. Therefore, international acts and related articles are also be cited in this

paper.

The main purpose of the article is to identify the main cause of discrimination on the grounds
of religion simultaneously offering an effective way of prevention. The main cause of the
discriminationis said to be the inadequate level of secularism in the country and the solution —

effective judicial system.

Specific cases are also reviewed in the article in order to clarify that in many cases the state
agencies (specifically, the executive branch) themselves become culprits of discriminatory

treatment.

The presented paper serves to underline the following chain: improper level of secularism in
the state becomes the source of discrimination on the grounds of religion . An effective way to
resolve this is the successful functioning of the judicial system, which will reduce the number of
discrimination on the grounds of religion and will increase the degree of secularism in the

country.
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
