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Abstract

Violence against people is the leading problem in the world today. This issue is still acute
even today in the most developed countries. Countries with long traditions of combating violence
still face a number of legal difficulties, and Georgia is no exception.

This research deals with the issues of violence against women and domestic violence and
compensation for victims of violence in Georgia, which has always been relevant and,
unfortunately, remains problematic today as well.

The main purpose of this research is to investigate the main causes of violence against
women and domestic violence, to thoroughly define the phenomenon of violence against women
and domestic violence, (since most victims do not perceive that they are being abused) present
the main mechanisms for the protection of victims, the consequences of restraining and protective
orders, the likelihood of harm to the interests and rights of victims protected by law, as well as
the prospects for compensation.

There will be discussed about international and local regulations in the research, as well

as Georgian case law and the European Court of Human Rights' approach to the issue.



Systematic, historical-legal, comparative legal and descriptive research methods are used
to discuss each issue in this research.

As a result of using the above research methods in the research, the urgency of the issue
became clear, a number of problems in the legislative field were identified. Based on all this,
recommendations were issued, which, if fully considered, it could drastically reduce the high rate
of violence against women and domestic violence. And in case occurrence it will be possible to

simplify the existing complicated procedural rules for compensation for damages.
