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Abstract

There are no social psychological studies related to sexism in Georgia. The Current paper is
the first attempt to explore the nature of sexism in Georgia through the perspective of social
psychology. The present study has two main goals: firstly, to see how sexism manifests itself
in Georgian society. Therefore, the first research question relates to which sexism scale (Old
Fashioned vs Modern) is most relevant for researching sexism in Georgian society. Secondly,
this study aims to explore which individual-level and attitudinal variables predict Old-
Fashioned/Modern Sexism. Predictor variables tested in the study are: Right-wing
authoritarianism (RWA), social dominance orientation (SDO), empathy, sex, and
religiousness. 212 participants were studied by using convenience sampling. Results revealed
that most of the participants scored low on the Old-Fashioned Sexism scale. These results
indicate that Classical Sexism scale might not be an appropriate measure of sexism in
Georgia. It is worth noting that different variables predicted Old-Fashioned and Modern
sexism. This, in turn, indicates that two sexism constructs are independent from each other
for Georgian population and that sexism manifests itself in covert forms. Findings are
discussed leaning upon previous research and theoretical frameworks. And finally, the study

limitations and future directions are discussed.
