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Abstract

As everyday issues such as responsibility and freedom of choice stay significant, existentialism of
Sartre is still problematic up until today. The present study aims to demonstrate the relation of
existentialism with psychoanalysis, culture and moral philosophy. To accomplish this, a
conceptual argumentation is supported with specific example taken from absurdist literature,

specifically from works of Camus.

The first part of the study explains the research methodology and examines the significance of
existentialism and its foundation on humanism. The connection between Subjectivity of Sartre

and Autonomy of Kant is also emphasized here.

The second part analytically examines the texts of Camus, Heidegger and Freud and shows the

connection between Subjectivity and expression, which is the base of the creative process.

Taking this into consideration the study argues that, absurdism manifested with choice, being in
the face of reality and revolt originates from existentialism. Autonomy of the subject, possibility

of choice and self-determination are indeed embodied in existentialism.
