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Abstract

Gender issues are being actively worked on in modern Georgian society. This includes
equalizing the roles of women and men in all spheres of society, as well as raising the self-
awareness of the society and the formation of stereotypes-free thinking. It is especially
important to provide children with accurate information about their own gender at an early
age. Along with various social institutions, it is important how gender is represented in books,

media, movies and animated films.

The aim of the research is to study the construction of gender in Georgian children's TV
programs through the analysis of two Georgian children's TV programs. To describe how each
sex is represented, what stereotypes, perceptions, expectations are contained in the shows.
Also, describe what gender language markers in the shows. The aim of the research is also to

analyze the attitudes, perceptions and expectations of parents regarding children's programs.

The study was conducted using a qualitative method. Using the method of content analysis, I
studied two Georgian children's television programs: "Big Show for Kids" (“Patarebis didi
shou”) and "Swing" (“Sakanela”). Also I used the group interview method to study parental

attitudes.



As a result of the research, it was revealed that the behaviors, appearance, and a number of
personal qualities of children are typically gender-biased in Georgian children's programs. The
role of women and men in domestic chores is stereotyped, in particular, men are less likely to
be assigned the role of household chores or child care. While the shows directly convey the
message that this field is for women. Research has shown that the physical characteristics and
behaviors of girls under the age of 6 are particularly stereotypical. Also, in the shows, the
attitude of the adults towards the children is always determined by the sex of the children,

while the behaviors of the children are rarely determined by the gender.
