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Abstract

According to theories and empirical studies, the dialogical reading process has significant impact
on formation of positive communication between parent and child. The objective of the research
is to explore the processes that take place during dialogical book reading between parent and
child, in particular, those components that affect formation of positive communication between
the child and the parent. What strategies do parents use to make the book reading process more
fun and make it in a form of dialogue and discussion. At initial stage, parents who participated in
the research were asked to record pre-videos, showing how do they read books to their child.
After that, parents were grouped into two, experimental group was instructed on strategies of
dialogical book reading, the control group have not taken any instructions/coaching. The
dialogical book reading evaluation questionnaire was translated and developed, to assess
interaction between parent and child, open-ended questions of parents, and the number of words
used by the child. Parents, participating in the research, were handed over three pre-selected
books (Topo-Tipi) in which the text is less and is mostly lined with illustrations. Both
experimental and control groups were asked to take one pre-video of reading process, and then
during following three weeks, for four times a week they were asked to record book reading
process. The average scored of the obtained results were compared with pre-video data. The
research revealed a statistically significant difference between pre and post videos, that were taken
over three weeks. The results showed that knowledge and usage of dialogical book reading

techniques by parents improves the quality of interaction between parent and child, reading



becomes a place of dialogue and discussion, number of open questions used by parent and

extended responses from child increases.
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
