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Abstract

The study presents a family-centered intervention for children with cerebral palsy and its impact
on improving parent-child communication. The 3 case studies presented the effectiveness of an
intervention based on the video analysis. The research indicated that feedback based on the
principles of video interaction guidance improves the interaction of children with cerebral palsy
and their caregivers. The study includes both quantitative and qualitative analyses of
communicative behaviors. The results describe short-term positive changes in the caregiver's
perception of the goals of the interaction and their ability to analyze their behavior.
Improvements were evident in communication between child and parent that became effective,
frequent, and enjoyable for both. Research also shows the importance of eye contact in
communication, that eye contact is a fundamental prerequisite for all types of communication

initiatives.
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
