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Abstract:

Colors are associated with certain emotions, their impact on a person is important. The present study
will examine the emotional attitudes of children and adults towards colors and the choice of the preferred
color according to gender. The premise of this study is based upon the following hypothesis: children have

a positive emotional attitude towards bright colors, while dark colors are associated with negative

emotions; Positive emotions towards dark colors will increase with age; Attitudes toward colors vary by
gender, with boys preferring blue and green, while girls prefer purple and yellow. Elementary school
students (6-10 years) and students (20-25 years) participated in the study. To test this hypothesis, an
experiment was conducted in which “A palette of feelings" and ,,Choose the preferred color" were used as
research tools. The material was sent to the study participants online. The results of the study showed that
the choice of the preferred color varies according to gender, while the emotional attitude towards colors

does not change with age.
