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Abstract

The goal of the research is to determine the cultural and linguistic characteristics of
play development in Georgian children, according to “westby play developmental scale”. At
the first stage of the research the questionnaire was translated into Georgian, than was
processed, Georgian and English versions were compared to determine compatibility. The
study involved 26 children in 10 different age categories ranging in age from 8 months to 5
years (4 children were included in the study several times in different age categories ) There
were 11 boys (42.3%) and 15 girls (57.6%) among the study participants. The mental
development of children was assessed through a questionnaire adjusted to the norms of the
Georgian-speaking population (ASQ). This questionnaire was filled out by the parent, after
which the parents of the selected child were interviewed and Provide video recording
instruction, both spoken and written. As a result, they would take about 10 minutes of video
play with the child in the natural environment and send it. Two proffessionals were selected
independently for greater reliability in the video analysis process. The result revealed cultural
features: the role of the environment in the development of symbolic play, lack of experience,
scarcity of diverse schemes and roles, the parental factor in the development of roles and
schemes. Different linguistic features compared to the questionnaire were also identified. ,,
Westby play developmental scale” has been translated into Georgian and can be used by speech
and language pathologists. These cultural and linguistic features can be taken into account

both in the assessment process and in planning the intervention.
