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abstract

The master's thesis reviews precious metal products of I-IV cc. A.D. from the territory
of Western Georgia. Each type is grouped and analyzed, their detailed technical and artistic-
stylistic description is given; the archeological context is taken into account. The novelty of
the topic is determined by the use of the methodology of classification of artifacts, which is
tested in the modern scientific literature and is based on the analysis of specific
characteristics. These marks are the function, the form, the material, the technique of
making, the style, the date, and the cultural affiliation of the jewelry. The urgency of this
research is due to the fact that precious metal jewelry from Western Georgia has not become

the object of complex research.

As a result of the research, we can mention that the samples of goldsmithing of the I-
IV centuries A.D can be divided into two chronological phases: 1. I-II cc. A.D. which
preserves the technique and thematic traditions of ancient Colchian goldsmithing (V-III
centuries BC); 2. III-IV cc. A.D. characterized with innovations influenced by Roman

goldsmithing.
