ABSTRACT

Introduction: Education plays a key role in human life and is just as important as equality and
other fundamental rights. Inclusive education shares the right of access to education for all, and
it was developed for this principal purpose. One of its main goals is to fully participate and
engage students in the learning process. One way to improve engagement is to use a peer-to-
peer education model. The aim of the research is to increase the involvement of students with

special educational needs in the teaching process by using the peer-to-peer education model.

Methodology: Qualitative research methods were used in the practice research: Focus groups
with primary school teachers and specialists involved in inclusive education and focused
observation of the lesson process. Results: Using the selected methods, it was discovered that the
teacher had difficulty in fully involving two students with special educational needs in the
teaching process. As a result, the involvement of a special teacher in the teaching process was
planned and implemented during the intervention phase using the peer-to-peer education
model, which increased the collaboration between the teacher of the subject and the special
education teacher and the involvement of students with special educational needs. The results of
the focus group participant teachers and inclusive education specialists identified problems with
the use of the individual curriculum and the need to provide existing information on the peer-
to-peer teaching, which resulted in arrangement of two informational meetings with

participants.

Conclusion: The results obtained during the intervention period showed that the lesson process
planned by the peer-to-peer teaching model not only increases the involvement of students
with special educational needs in the lesson process, but also increases the involvement of the

whole class. For them, the lessons become funnier, more active and varying.
