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Abstract

The use of conflict-sensitive learning approaches is a common practice in Western
educational systems, It is used for better regulate of post-conflict situations And also tried to
develop "build peace" policies with the help of educational programs. If the education system
is not conflict-sensitive, it can contribute to the reproduction and aggravation of the conflict

Through the introduction of a conflict-sensitive teaching method opposing parties to a
conflict can transform the conflict and take a step towards reconciliation. The practice of
conflict transformation involves both, the end of physical confrontation also to prevent the
resumption of the conflict.

Our research topic is: How to Increase Students Conflict-Sensitive Learning
Perspectives.

The aim of the practice research is to raise the awareness of the Georgian-Abkhazian
conflict among students, finding practical ways to integrate a conflict-sensitive approach into
the general education system by study key aspects of the conflict and a multiperspective study
of post-conflict contexts.

The main mission of the practice research is to raise students' awareness of the
Georgian-Abkhazian conflict and to integrate conflict-sensitive learning into the learning
process through multi-perspective conflict study.

Practice research was conducted in the 2020-2021 academic year at the Tbilisi Private
School "Academy of Modern Education". practice research lasted for 6 months. It involved X

and XI grade students.



We used a mixed method of research, the research included both qualitative research
methods such as interview and focus group, as well as quantitative research elements such as
a closed questionnaire.

At the diagnostic stage we used student questionnaires and interviews with social
science teachers. At the diagnostic stage revealed Low level of Student knowledge About the
Georgian-Abkhazian conflict, and methodological problems (lack of practice of using
approaches typical for conflict-sensitive learning). Therefore, interventions were planned and
implemented in stages.

In the process of planning the interventions, we had active communication with the
non-governmental organization working on the issues of the Georgian-Abkhazian conflict-
“Center for Peace and Civic Development”. The following interventions were carried out;
meeting with Giorgi Anchabadze, meeting with the Executive Director of the Caucasian House
- Vano Abramashvili, meeting with an ethnic Abkhaz student. The purpose of the activities
was: deepening knowledge about Abkhazia, understanding the causes of conflict, to see the
similarities and differences in the lifestyle of Abkhazian peers.

After the interventions, the students filled in the closed questionnaire again. We used
the same questionnaire to better compare, analyze, and interpret the data from the first and
second questionnaires.

The purpose of the repeated questionnaire was to measure the extent to which students'
attitudes toward conflict-sensitive perspectives have changed since our interventions.

It is easier for school children to re-evaluate biased views. They can deal with the
negative attitudes of the previous generation through a conflict-sensitive education program
and be able to transform the post-conflict environment, transform the conflict and create a

peaceful environment.
