Abstract

Sustainable tourism development gains more importance in the world and accepting its principles
in Georgia is one of the main challenges. To deal with this challenge the concept should be
analyzed on two levels macro and micro level. Macro level is concerned with the public policy
and to identify its compliance with sustainable tourism development principles the desk research
was conducted of main tourism strategical documents and Statutes. The research showed, that
although the government expresses explicitly loyalty towards the sustainable development
principles, we could not identify any specific action to stimulate its introduction. Furthermore,
tourism sustainability is not mentioned in tourism law at all.

The micro level concerns balancing of environmental, economic and social system and includes
the activities of companies, society and other stakeholders. The main purpose of the paper is the
investigation on hotel level sustainable tourism practices. For this focus group research method
was employed to investigate the sustainable pracitises among hotels. The study resulted in the
following findings: there is a low awareness about the sustianble principles among the Georgian
Hotels, to stimulate introduction of sustainable tourism practices the following main drivers were
identified- economic stimuli, cost saving anad regulation; Furthermore, the most of the hotels
stressed the importance of government role in facilitating introduction of sustainable tourism
practices on the accommodation market.
