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Abstract

The master's thesis on "Access to Socially Vulnerable Retirement Medicines"
includes a study on the access to medicines of socially vulnerable retirees living in
Georgia. All people have the right to health care and every state is obliged to provide
the necessary needs for human health.

This issue is a significant problem in many countries around the world, as there are
people living below the poverty line who do not have access to the necessary medicines.

Socially vulnerable pensioners are a particularly vulnerable group. Georgia has a
program for them to get free medicines for corneal diseases, however, they still often
have to buy medicines from their own pockets. This problem is increasingly on the
agenda due to the economic crisis caused by Kovid-19 and the rising prices of primary
consumer goods and products.

The only source of income for socially vulnerable retirees is social assistance and
pensions, of which at least a third of the amount is spent on additional medicines. 70%

of respondents buy medicines without a doctor's prescription during health problems.
