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Abstract

The master's thesis discusses the practice of trepanation on the territory of
Georgia according to the craniological collection of the Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi
State University Institute of History and Ethnology. 15 skulls were identified, which
were examined according to bioarchaeological data. The final results of the
operation, the purpose, the sex of the individuals, the age of death, the trepanation
techniques, etc. were evaluated. The archaeological context was also analyzed
according to chronological and cultural affiliation. The aim of the paper is to make
a small contribution to the study of the history of ancient Georgian surgical practice

according to the archaeological context.
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
