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Abstract

The master ‘s thesis presented by us refers to BC. VI - III century (first half) Colchian culture
ornament on local pottery. The paper presents the main pottery ornaments found on the
monuments of this period, grouped them into types and describes each of them in detail. Antique
period ceramics are characterized by a variety of shapes and ornaments. Pottery of this period is
still largely associated with its predecessor pottery. The main part of the material is fragmented
before us. It is noteworthy that the ceramic pottery found on some of the monuments is
characterized by local, individual ornamentation, which is rare and not repeated elsewhere. There
are also pottery decorated with zoomorphic figures, which find analogues with different materials
of metal. B.C. In the VI - III century Colchian settlements or cemeteries we find a large number
of imported products, with completely different ornaments and shapes, although all this did not
have much influence on the decoration of local ceramic vessels and the leading motifs still remain

Colchian ornament.
