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Abstract

International law has undergone a number of changes before the development of a
consent-based sexual crime model. Definitions of sex crime and their elements have always
been the subject of debate not only in the international arena but also in national law.
Today ,a number of international acts and precedent decisions recognize the special

importance of the consent expressed by the victim.

Significant changes have taken place in Georgia’s rapprochement with international
law,especially since the ratification of the Istanbul Convention ,although the legislature’s

willingness ti introduce a consent-based model remains elusive.

The search for a way to properly punish perpetrators , to protect victims from secondary
victimization ,begins with an examination of the model of non-consent and the standard of

evidence.
The article attempts to better illustrate the essential importance to introducing a
non-consent model into Georgian law and in some cases revising the formal and rigid

approach of the courts to sexual offenses.

To achieve this goal, the article wills discuss approaches to international law , national law

and case law.
