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Abstract

The research focuses on the problem of unreasoned verdicts by jurors in America, France and
Georgia. The accused may request a reasoned verdict on the basis of a fair trial. Failure to
substantiate the verdict by the jurors may result in a violation of this right. The institute of
juries has many specific features that distinguish it from traditional litigation. The assessment
of the jury institute is important in relation to unreasoned verdict, because the pros and cons

of judicial process are clearly presented.

The aim of the research is to study the main features of this institution, first of all, focusing on
the problem of unsubstantiated verdict on the example of three countries. The public should
be well aware of the importance of this institution in relation to the right of the accused to a
fair trial. The aim of the paper is also to make some recommendations for the improvement of

the institute.

Doctrinal, comparative-historical and evaluative research methods are used to conduct the

research.

The research shows that the unsubstantiation of the verdict by the jury does not violate the
right of the accused to a fair trial if the court conducts a fair trial at all. In such a case, several

important criteria must be protected.

The state is obliged to take reasonable measures to protect the right to a fair trial of the accused

in connection with the unjustification of the verdict by the jurors.
