Abstract

The present research examines the dynamic of the metaphorical representation of the
COVID-19 pandemic in the public speeches of British Prime Minister, Boris Johnson. The
relevant empirical material is linguistically scrutinized and analysed on the basis of
Conceptual Metaphor Theory and Political Discourse Theory. The topicality of the
research is conditioned by the prevalence of conceptual metaphors in the pandemic
discourse. The study is based on a mixed - methods approach, considering elements of a
qualitative and quantitative research. The purpose of this research is to identify
conceptual metaphors in Boris Johnson’s public speeches and analyse the metaphor
dynamics. Since conceptual metaphors are closely linked with cognitive processes, it is
possible to determine the function and the role of a metaphor in a verbal behaviour of the

politician with regard to the coronavirus pandemic.
