Abstract

This paper examines EU economic diplomacy with the Maghreb (Algeria, Tunisia and
Morocco) based on official documents of EU political institutions, political and economic
strategy analysis and macroeconomic environment. The aim of the study is to identify the
main problems and challenges for the EU in relation to the Maghreb countries and to offer
specific tools of economic diplomacy to solve this problem, as well as to identify the results
of a specific economic diplomacy tool for both the EU and the Maghreb countries. From a
methodological point of view, the research is based on case and discourse analysis widely
used in the social sciences, thus providing a qualitative analysis of the research, while

quantitative methods will be used to study the macroeconomic environment.

Quantitative and qualitative part of the study showed that the two instruments of EU
economic diplomacy achieved different results in relation to the Maghreb countries. The
instrument for trade development and promotion has ensured internal regional and external
integration with the EU. And second, the financial capital investment instrument has

accelerated the GDP growth rate of Maghreb countries and created additional jobs.
