Abstract

The paper is about dissident religious group named Doukhobors and their History,
discusses whether this group was as peaceful from the beginning as it became before burning
the weapons and rejecting military service that was mandatory in 1895. This paper also deals
with understanding the historical discourse from a peculiar point of view from which it sees
how they managed to evolve and become a consolidated religious and social group which for
a long time was forming its own religious ethics and worldviews.
