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ABSTRACT

We have little information and sources on US-Turkish relations in the Georgian scientific field,
which indicates the scarcity of materials in this field. It should be noted that there is no
comparative paper on US-Turkish relations related to the Cold War and modern times. The aim
of the research is to consistently study the relations between the two countries in 1980-1989 and
2002-2020 and to explain the dynamics of relations that existed at that time. As well as what

factors it relied on.

In the framework of the paper, the research was conducted using a mixed method, analyzing
secondary sources, statistical materials and literature that provided information on US-Turkish

relations and the aspects that influenced it, selected in two different time periods.

The study found that the US used a different approach to Turkey in 1980-1989, depending on
current events in the world and in the region, particularly the Cold War. Also, Turkey had a
different attitude towards the US during this period, which was due to the fact that there was a

military junta in Turkish government, which had close relations with the US.

The study found that US-Turkish relations had a different dynamic in the period 2002-2020,
namely that the US government consisted mainly of representatives of the Democratic Party, who
paid great attention to the face of the regime and the protection of human rights in contry, while
the Turkish government at that time were civilians. The regime was characterized by a tendency

towards authoritarianism.

The United States and Turkey are two NATO members and allies, and the relationship between
them is crucial to the Alliance's resilience and regional security. Consequently, the current tense

situation needs to be resolved through negotiations.
