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Abstract

The government takes responsibility for children in need of care in the developed or developing
parts of the world and takes care of them on the basis of designed and worked out programs. In
Georgia, children in need of care live in beneficiary families, small family-type houses, or large

institutions.

The children in need of care, as well as in a significant part of the world, have been greatly affected
by the COVID19 pandemic. The submitted pieces of work refer to the impact of COVID-19 on
the functioning of children under state care. Accordingly, the paper is based on the analysis of the

conducted research.

The analysis of the research revealed that the biopsychosocial status of the children, under state
care, deepened during the pandemic period which itself contained many challenges. As a result,
the problems acquired an ongoing process, and those persons involved in children's care faced

new tasks in order to solve these problems.

Recommendations did after analysis are included in the final part of the piece of work. And these
recommendations will assist the persons involved in children's care in effectively coping with

the challenges existing in the post-pandemic period.
