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Abstract

Violence-against children, remains a topical issue in both-developing and developed countries of
the world. Numerous studies have shown that violence against children most often occurs at
home, in the family. It begins at an early age and sometimes lasts throughout life. In some
countries, there are social services, by which the state reduces the risks of violence against
children and focuses on the welfare of children. The main reason for the non-positive
relationship between parents and children in different countries is the lack of information. As

for the lack of information about Georgia, the main reason is the lack of prevention programs.

The presenting paper deals with the role of positive parenting methods in regulating the
relationship between parents and children (On the example of SOS Children’s village Zugdidi
Family Strengthening Project), which is based on the analysis of a study-conducted with

participants in the program — “Parenting without violence”.

The analysis of the research revealed that positive discipline and positive approaches and
methods of parenting, have a great influence on the regulation of the relationship between

parents and children.

The Final part of the paper presents the recommendations, which is based on the analysis of the

research.
