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Abstract

There is a lot of research on child speech development that provides important information.
However, we have information based on diaries only on the development of the Georgian-
language children's dictionary. This is why the study deals with the study of the vocabulary
of children with typical development at the age of 18 to 24 months. The aim of the study is
to understand how many words a child uses in communication and how many words make
up their lexical stock of expressive language. The aim of the study is also to understand what
category of words a child uses in adulthood, how he / she develops with age and what
percentage of speech each of them makes up. The children participating in the study were
selected according to the inclusion criteria: the children grew up in a monolingual
environment, their mother tongue is Georgian, they do not receive speech therapy or other
services, they are of typical development, which was assessed according to the ASQ. After
informed consent, the parent was instructed to make a one-hour video where the child's
language abilities would be well demonstrated. Activities were predetermined: the process of
reading a book, playing with family members, and the time for routine activities. Video
material data was processed through the CLAN program. The results showed how the baby's
dictionary grows over the months. According to the data, at the age of 18 to 20 months, on
average, more than 50% of a child's dictionary is a noun, and at the age of 21 to 24 months,

its rate decreases to an average of 39%.
