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Abstract

The main purpose of this study is to determine the relationship between life satisfaction and
academic achievement in undergraduate students. 130 undergraduate students from different
universities in Thilisi participated in the study. 100-point data was transferred to the GPA to
determine academic achievement score. And, to determine life satisfaction — Multidimensional
Students’ Life Satisfaction Scale, in which study participants recorded the answer that was closest
to their opinion. The results showed that life satisfaction is positively related to students' academic
achievement. However, regression analysis has shown that satisfaction with family, friends, and
the self is not a predictor of academic achievement. And, the living environment and the
university are the predictors of academic achievement. Statistical analysis was also conducted
between the sexes, which found that male participants had a higher life satisfaction rate than
females. As for comparisons between the sexes by academic achievement, the results showed that

female participants had a higher rate of academic achievement than male participants.
