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Abstract

This thesis is dedicated to the comprehensive study of the Colchian local ceramic ware of
Hellenistic time. During the study ceramic materials have been divided according to their
purpose, and grouped according to their types. The current work describes Ceramic materials
unearthed from the Hellenistic settlement and burials by Anglo-Georgian archaeological
expedition to Nokalakevi in 2003-2019 years. Also, from the different sites of the ancient

Colchis, which are located in modern Western Georgia.

The research was carried out in several stages. The first stage covered gathering of the
scholarly bibliography — collecting all scientific research on the Hellenistic ceramic materials
of the Colchis; Second stage of the research included work on archaeological materials and
was conducted n the archaeological funds of Nokalakevi (Georgian National Museum), Vani

and Kutaisi — description, measuring off, photography of the materials.

In this research we tried to discover new shapes of the ceramic ware and the areas where
they were spread. We also tried to find out if the shapes that were created n earlier times still
continued existing, and if this was the case, how they are represented in Hellenistic time
ceramics. The examination of the ceramic materials confirms that the life on the Nokalakevi
settlement was continuous in Hellenistic period — rich and numerous and multifarious
ceramic vessels represents the style and intensity of the local people life in the Hellenistic

period.

It is important to continue study of te Hellenistic pottery of Nokalakevi in future: to
provide petrologic analysis of the pottery and to start complex study of the Nokalakevi

Colchian ceramic ware of the 15t millennium BC in one context.
