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Abstract

Due to its theoretical foundations and history, Proletkult (Proletarian cultural-educational
organizations) is considered a forgotten, ignored, and fruitless experiment. Nevertheless, in
the international studies of the Soviet Cultural Life of the 1920s, many books and articles are
dedicated to the Proletkult movement. Proletcult movement of Georgia is under-researched.
In this paper, I discuss the role of the Proletcult organization, particularly its theater
department and drama studio, in the Georgian cultural context of the 1920s. This study aims
to determine the role of the Proletkult Theater in the transitional period of Soviet Georgian
culture. Talking about the importance of the Proletkult Theater of Georgia, I analyze the
biographies of active members of Proletkult: Mikheil Chiaureli, Meri Ergneli, and Davit

Kobakhidze and their connection with The organization.
