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Abstract

My Masters thesis theme is about “Byzantium and Georgia in the XV century”. My interest
in this era is coused in more in-depth analysis of those events, which developed during this period
and which led to changes of global significances. In this thesis I would like to show the parallel
situation in Western Europe in with the events in Byzantium and Georgia. Thesis separates the
events of the last centuries in the Byzantine Empire and with this I want to answer such questions
as: What led to the weakening of the Byzantine Empire, problems inside and outside the country,
would not it be possible to avoid the fall of the Byzantine Empire. I have singled out the
significance of the fall of Constantinople and what impact did this event have on both Georgia

and Western Europe.

Georgia and Byzantium have had close Political, Economic, Cultural and Religious
relations for many centuries. All about this, it is also presented in this thesis. I try to answer
questions such as: What were the reasons for the disintegration of a united Georgia into kingdoms,
What impact did those geopolitical changes have, Which developed around Georgia, With
domestic problems and what foreign threats Georgia faced, Also, what kind of foreign policy did
the Georgian royal governments pursue after the collapse and why was it important to find a
strong ally. What were the main reasons why the Europeans did not help Georgians. In the thesis,
there is a separate chapter that is dedicated to the condition of the Georgian Church in the XV
century. Attention is paid to issues such as: Despite the political disintegration, was it possible to
maintain ecclesiastical unity and why did Georgian kings and princes fight for ecclesiastical

autonomy?

I think the thesis will be interesting for school peoples and high school students and other
people who want to know more about the changes that have taken place during this period and
will have a desire to express their own views, which will allow them to see this era with a new

perspective.
