Abstract

For several centuries, Russia has been able to pursue its own specific policy, both
domestically and internationally, through its individual political communication and
information campaigns. Recent important events in the world, especially the Russia-

Ukraine war, have highlighted the need to address the above issue.

Despite technological advances and the refinement of information networks Russia
continues to use traditional means of influencing the masses. It is noteworthy to highlight
the similarities and differences in political communication that have changed the agenda

of both 20" and 21% century international politics.

To assess and analyze the coverage of Soviet-era political communications and
informational strategies in the Russia-Ukraine war of 2022 year was conducted a qualitative
research- in-depth interviews with experts in the field.

On the other hand, the researcher applied a qualitative content analysis
method, which involved a detailed and systematic analysis and interpretation of the text of
video materials, related to the research issue. Qualitative research answered the research
questions and revealed the similarities and differences between the political

communication and mass media of these two epochs.

The research made some contribution to the existing knowledge on the research problem,
which implies the need to study the introduction and dissemination of new and old trends
in the field of public relations, in this case more specifically, in the field of political and

media communication.
