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ABSTRACT

This paper is a practice research report on the topic: “How to improve school readiness for the

Vocational Education Authorization Standards?” (On the example of Korboul N2 Public School).

Korboul N2 Public School’s management, teachers, students and parents were involved in the

study.

The purpose of the study is assist the school in understanding its own place and role in meeting
the Vocational Education Authorization Standards, in addition, to help identify the basic needs of
the school in this regard, to increase the readiness of the school to meet the accreditation standards

of a Vocational Education Institutions.

The research was conducted in a practice research format. In the study were used quantitative
and qualitative research methods. In particular, we used qualitative research methods: in-depth
interview, focus group, document analysis. A survey of quantitative research methods was
conducted electronically with schoolchildren and their parents, both diagnostic and evaluation

stages.

After analyzing the results obtained using these methods, it was decided that in order to determine
compliance with the school readiness and vocational education authorization standards, the
school should first conduct an existing reality analysis, for which it would use the widespread
SWOT analysis tool. Based on the above, the interventions carried out during the research of the

given practice were planned.

To evaluate the interventions, a focus group was conducted with the school administration, a
qualitative analysis of the SWOT analysis created by the school community, and electronic

surveys to test factual knowledge about the SWOT analysis.

After evaluating the interventions, we can say that Korboul N2 Public School assessed the
readiness of the school for the fifth standard of vocational education authorization ("Material,

Information and Financial Resources") and the school community, in the form of SWOT analysis,
