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Abstract

The study consists of four chapters and eight sub-chapters. The first chapter discusses
the development trends of wine tourism, both in terms of historical characteristics and micro-
zones in the Kakheti region. In the first chapter we will review the history of origin and
development of wineries, their historical and traditional elements and internal and external

structural elements, which were typical for traditional wineries in Kakheti.

The second chapter of the paper discusses the characteristics and development of
wineries in the Kakheti region as well as the trends of modern wineries and their
characterization, which is an important attribute of Kakheti wine tourism. This chapter also
reviews the services and trends in family wineries.

The third chapter of the study discusses the negative trends caused by the pandemic
and the current situation, both in the winery business and in terms of wine production. The
fourth chapter of the research is dedicated to the research results and their analysis.

Representatives of 37 family wineries living in Kakheti participated in the study.

The results of the research show that the development of family wineries in the Kakheti
region has a high potential in the long run. The study responds to the purpose of the pre-set
study, which looked as follows: Introduce prospects for the development of family wineries in
the Kakheti region.
