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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the study was to determine the factors affecting the vaccination process of COVID
19 in Samtskhe-Javakheti, the research question was formulated as follows: what factors influence

the effectiveness of the vaccination process in the Samtskhe-Javakheti region.

The qualitative method was chosen as the research method. In order to participate in the study,
Georgian language speakers over 18 years of age living in any district of Samtskhe-Javakheti were

selected, both vaccinated and unvaccinated contingent.

The survey was conducted online using a combined questionnaire, the questionnaire included

both open and closed questions.

The data were processed according to induction coding, the obtained data were grouped and the
factors affecting the effectiveness of the vaccination process were identified. These factors were
fear and distrust of vaccines; The case of the deceased nurse; Lack of information on the
vaccination process. The study also revealed that vaccination promotion campaigns cannot

influence the effectiveness of the vaccination process in the Samtskhe-Javakheti region.

After the obtained results, recommendations were formulated to increase the effectiveness of the
vaccination process, recommendations related to the improvement and continuity of the
information campaign, as well as the planning of the information campaign depending on the

specificity of the region.
