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Abstract

The history of Georgian wine, starting from the forms of wild vines to the perspective grape
varieties, dates back centuries, that’s why our country is called the “cradle of wine”. It is known
that a traditional Qvevri wine-making method in Georgia is the UNESCO Intangible Cultural
Heritage Monument. The facts and history show that the country has a potential to turn the

wine sector into one of the main motive forces of economics on the basis of export.

The present paper analyses the role of wine export in the economic growth of Georgia, studies
the factors affecting the growth of share of the wine sector in a total export. The report is based
on the existing academic literature to explain the current state and challenges of the wine sector,
analysis of the Georgian wine export markets, diversification, the level of competitiveness, the
role of the state in the wine sector. The paper uses a qualitative research method to support the
hypothesis, in-depth interviews with experts of the field and economics. Based on the analysis

of obtained information, it was possible to demonstrate the Georgian wine export potential.

The results show that the demand for Georgian wine is growing abroad, the Asian and European
export markets are actively expanding. The role of the state is important in increasing the
competitive advantage of Georgian wine, which affects the growth of wine exports in total

export that in its turn, contributes to the economic growth.
