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Abstract

Georgia has come a long way In terms of the development of inclusive education from
the beginning of the twenty-first century to the present day. It is still on this path and is
making some progress, but at the same time, there are a number of problems. One of the
current problematic issues is the arrangement of the school physical environment and the

availability of resources in the teaching process.

This master thesis is about access to resources. In particular, what resources are used in
the learning process of visually impaired students and whether they are accessible to them,
since learning resources are directly related to the quality of teaching as well. This leads to
student involvement. Consequently, the latter is directly related to the quality of education of
these students, whether they will be able to achieve the objectives set out in the National
Curriculum and the development of skills through which they can develop into full-fledged

members of society.

In the first part of the work is presented a review of existing literature, Based on which

we developed a hypothesis and formulated research questions and objectives, namely:
oIs the school equipped with the necessary material and technical
resources to meet the needs of visually impaired students?
eWhat is the availability of these resources for students?

eHow does this affect the quality of these students' education and their
involvement? As already mentioned, we have formulated a hypothesis in connection
with this issue, that in most cases, general education institutions are not adequately

equipped with the resources needed to teach visually impaired students.

For the purpose of researching the paper, we used qualitative research methods,

namely secondary information processing and semi-structured interviews.
