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Abstract

The master's thesis examines the management of diabetes in children under 18 and the
effectiveness of the state-developed diabetes management program. According to the study dated
2018, published by the National Center for Disease Control and Public Health, in Georgia in 2018,
there were 236 newly diagnosed cases of diabetes for every 100,000 children under the age of 15.
The disease is characterized by a tendency of rapid increase. Diabetes, along with its
complications, is a major social and economic issue in Georgia. In order to alleviate this problem
and fight with it, the state-developed diabetes management program is being implemented in the
country.

Within the scope of the master's thesis, a study was conducted to determine, first and foremost,
the availability and effectiveness of the state-developed diabetes management program, to identify
the primary problems children and their parents face during the against the disease, and to assess
the level of public awareness.

On the basis of the literature review the trends in the prevalence of diabetes in Georgia and in
other countries around the world are discussed. As part of the research, the parents of children
under the age of 18 with diabetes were interviewed, and the gaps in the diabetes management
program were identified, as well as the problems related to schools and kindergartens were found.
