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Abstract

The research subject of this paper is the legal nature of the cancellation of the gift contract,
its grounds and consequences, which are regulated by Articles 529 and 530 of the Civil Code
of Georgia. Elaboration of the issue is of great importance, both from a theoretical and
practical point of view, since the problems that exist around this issue in judicial practice and
legislative regulation are discussed. Accordingly, the paper will pay a lot of attention to the
analysis of the decisions of the Supreme Court of Georgia and the analysis of scientific
findings regarding this issue, the paper presents the opinion of various scientists about the
legal nature of the cancellation of gifts. A lot of attention will also be paid to foreign, in

particular, German literature. How this issue is regulated in German law.

In addition to the judicial practice of Georgia, the paper will also discuss foreign judicial

practice, legal regulations in relation to the research issue.

At the end of the research, a summary of the results, recommendations and main provisions

are presented as a conclusion.
