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Abstract

The following paper assesses factors influencing residential water consumption in Tbilisi
households. The main research objective is to indentify the key socio-demographic, economic and

environmental variables that affect people’s willingness and intention to conserve water.

An online questionnaire was distributed among Tbilisi households in order to collect the
necessary data. Data analysis revealed, that even though the surveyed water consumers are
generally aware of the significance of conserving water and have positive attitudes toward water
conservation, they currently don’t make much effort adopting water-saving behaviors in their
daily lives. They do, however, express willingness to save water in the future, and the higher the
awareness, the greater the motivation for water conservation. Along with environmental factors,
the influence of socio-economic variables such as income, water price and age was also revealed
during the analysis. However, factors like gender, number of residents in the household, dwelling
type and different water charging methods, did not have a statistically significant influence on

the willingness to conserve water.

Overall, this study provides data about general trends and patterns of household water
consumption as well as behaviors, attitudes and perceptions of residential water consumers in
Thilisi. This information will be helpful for future studies on related topics as well as for
consideration during the development of sustainable water resources management approaches in

urban settings.
