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Abstract

The principle of competitiveness and equality is an important achievement of the
Georgian criminal procedural legislation. In the Georgian legal system, since the
introduction of the mentioned principle, the reflection of the steps taken towards its
perfection is carried out step by step. as far as possible. Due to the relevance of the topic,
the aim of the paper is to present the problematic issues in the Georgian Criminal
Procedure Code that prevent the proper realization of the above-mentioned principle.
Also, the aim of the paper is to present the history of the development of this principle
from the adoption of the new procedural code to the present day and to assess the steps
taken in this regard. In addition, the paper will deal with the analysis of those legal issues
where the prosecution and the defense are in an unequal position, and attention will be
focused on the causes of this. Historical legal and empirical research methods were used
within the scope of the research. Also, analytical, comparative method. Based on the
mentioned paper, the legal issues that prevent the realization of this principle in practice
were defined. There was an analysis of the issues why and for what purpose the
prosecution and the defense are in an unequal position in certain cases while conducting
various investigative actions, and the paper also reflected the history of the development

of this principle from the day of its establishment to the current situation.
